Not what the project did, but what
you did. | do interviewing and recruiting for myrecent employer. One of the most difficult thirtgsdo is
to identify the things the interviewee did on ajpob versus the things that the team did on a ptoje
strongly recommend that you clearly state in thareary what you did on the project.

How is this living document helpful? Each job s#awill most likely start with a revisit to your ment
resume. You will probably identify items on theuene that you want to remove, and you probably have
items from your last (or current) job that shoutddzided. The purpose of the living document inake

the deletion/insertion as painless as possiblet aghen up the living document, identify the iteiimst you
want to add, copy and paste into your resume.

When | left my first job as an ASIC designer fom3icrosystems, | had a hard time finding the tgpe
job I wanted in lllinois. | developed a half-dozezsumes that were targeted towards different tnigss
This seems like a crazy thing to do, especiallgesinhate revising resumes, but it was not thatfphi
because all | had to do was copy and paste. Qwe bonus, this living document works wonderful whe
it comes to performance review time. Everything’ye done in the past year is right in one place.
